




The Irving Buzzard Midwifery Prize is a

pre-eminent Australian midwifery

award acknowledging clinical and

theoretical excellence in Midwifery,

inaugurated by Dr. Irving Buzzard in

1935, in an effort to promote midwifery

and assist hospitals to recruit and

retain suitably qualified midwives. The

ANF (Vic) branch in conjunction with

the Australian College of Midwives

currently implement the prize, under

the auspice of the Australian Nursing

Federation (Vic) to whom the fund is

entrusted. The winning candidate

receives the coveted Irving Buzzard

prize badge along with $1000 cash.

Angela Kellock, Clinical midwife

specialist at BRHS was the 74th

recipient of this award in 2009,

nominated by her colleagues for her

work in enabling water births to

become an option for birthing women

at BRHS. There are only five other

health facilities that offer this choice in

Victoria.

Angela joined BRHS midwifery staff in

2006. In 2007 Angela was the driving

force behind the introduction of water

births as an option for birthing women

at BRHS. This involved many months of

preparation including facilitating water

birth workshops, presentations to

midwifery and medical staff, protocols,

researching literature, writing staff

education packages as well as client

information and consent resources.

BRHS has recently celebrated its 50th

Waterbirth, with seven midwives and

one GP accredited to conduct water

births at BRHS.  Angela’s efforts

continue as she conducts annual staff

water birth workshops, completes

quality improvement activities,

continually monitoring and improving

outcomes related to water births.

Angela is an integral part of the

professionalism and high quality

service provided by the midwifery unit

at BRHS. Angela always encourages,

advocates and mentors her

colleagues to assist women to achieve

the best birth possible, supporting the

normal method and sharing many tips

for overcoming potential difficulties,

whilst promoting a positive image of

midwifery and BRHS to our clients and

the community. 

Angela was nominated for her

advanced clinical skills and mentoring

qualities as well as her constant pursuit

of quality evidence to drive change

and improvement in midwifery care.
